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Jio's Mega IPO on Horizon: Mukesh
Ambani's Telecom Giant May Raise
37,000 Cr by June

2.5% Stake Sale to Value Reliance Jio at
%20 Lakh Crore; Largest-Ever Indian IPO
Expected to Break All Records

Mumbai: Reliance Jio Info comm, India’s largest telecom operator,
is gearing up for what could become the country’'s biggest-ever
initial public offering (IPO), with plans to raise around ¥37,000 crore
by selling a 2.5% stake by June 2026. Sources close to the
development say the listing could value Jio at ¥20 lakh crore or
more, surpassing the previous record set by LIC's 21,000 crore IPO
in 2022.

The proposed IPO, being structured as an Offer for Sale (OFS), will
see promoter Reliance Industries Ltd offload a small portion of its
holding to unlock value and fund future expansions in 5G rollout,
digital services, and enterprise solutions. Jio currently serves over
480 million subscribers and commands more than 38% market
share in wireless telecom, with strong growth in data consumption,
Jio-Fiber broadband, and Jio-Mart e-commerce.

Industry experts believe the timing is ideal, as Jio has turned
profitable and posted consistent revenue growth. The company’s
valuation is being supported by its massive subscriber base,
leadership in 5G deployment, and synergies with Reliance Retail and
digital platforms. Analysts expect strong institutional interest,
especially from global long-only funds, sovereign wealth funds, and
domestic mutual funds.

A successful listing at 20 lakh crore valuation would not only set a
new benchmark for Indian IPOs but also reinforce Reliance’s
position as India’'s most valuable conglomerate. The move comes
at a time when India’s digital economy is expanding rapidly, with
telecom and data services playing a central role.

Market participants are closely watching regulatory clearances and
market conditions. If executed smoothly, Jio's IPO could attract
record retail and institutional participation, reflecting strong
confidence in India’s long-term growth story.

Political outcomes influence economic
policies related to taxation, trade, defence
spending, and interest rates. Until election
results are known and new governments
outline their priorities, markets tend to
remain cautious. This uncertainty often
leads to volatile capital flows, especially in
emerging markets.

Past election cycles offer useful lessons.
During earlier US presidential elections,
global markets experienced sharp
movements in the months leading up to
the vote. Once results were declared and
policy direction became clearer, markets
gradually stabilised. In 2026, with several
important  elections taking place,
investors are once again closely watching
political developments and their potential
impact on global growth.

Qil prices remain the third major factor
shaping markets. Crude oil is a critical
input for the global economy, and even
small disruptions in supply can lead to big
price movements. In the past, events like
the Gulf War and the Arab Spring caused
oil prices to spike, leading to inflation and
market corrections. On the other hand,
periods of low oil prices have supported
growth in oil-importing countries like
India.

In 2026, oil prices are caught between
fears of supply disruption due to
geopolitical risks and concerns about
demand slowdown because of weak
global growth.

For Indian markets, strong domestic drivers
such as consumption growth,
infrastructure spending, and improving
corporate earnings continue to provide
support. While global events may cause
short-term volatility, India’s long-term
growth story remains intact.

In conclusion, 2026 is shaping up to be a
year where global volatility dominates
headlines. Wars, elections, and oil prices
are influencing markets daily, but history
suggests that uncertainty eventually fades.
Investors who focus on fundamentals and
long-term goals are better positioned to
navigate this challenging phase.

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India to Become World's Fastest-Growing Insurance
Market: Swiss Re

Premium Growth to Accelerate to 6.9% Annually by 2030; Strong Economic
Expansion, Rising Middle Class, and Digital Adoption to Drive Surge

New Delhi: Indiais set to emerge as the world's strongest-growing
insurance market over the next decade, with total insurance
premiums projected to rise at an average annual rate of 6.9%
between 2025 and 2030, according to the latest sigma report from
Swiss Re Institute. This growth rate significantly outpaces the
global average of 2.9%, positioning India as a key driver of the
global insurance industry.

The report highlights that India's insurance penetration remains
low at around 4.2% of GDP well below the global average of 7%
leaving substantial headroom for expansion. Rapid economic
growth, a burgeoning middle class, increasing financial literacy,
and rising demand for health, life, and property coverage are
expected to fuel this acceleration. Life insurance premiums are
projected to grow at 7.5% annually, while non-life (property &
casualty and health) is expected to expand at 6.2%.

Swiss Re attributes the strong outlook to several structural
tailwinds: urbanisation, higher disposable incomes, government

initiatives such as PM Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana and Ayushman
Bharat, and the rapid digitisation of insurance distribution. The
entry of foreign players following the recent increase in FDI limits
to 100% is also expected to bring innovation, competition, and
product diversification.

Despite the positive trajectory, challenges remain, including low
awareness in rural areas, regulatory complexities, and the need for
greater insurance literacy. Swiss Re estimates that India's total
insurance premiums could exceed USD 200 billion by 2030, up
from around USD 120 billion in 2025.

As India targets a USD 5 trillion economy, the insurance sector is
poised to play a critical role in financial inclusion, risk protection,
and long-term savings. The report underscores India's potential to
become one of the top three insurance markets globally by the end
of the decade.
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Adani Group Unveils Rs 6 Lakh Crore
Investment Blueprint at Davos WEF 2026

Massive Capex Plan Across Green Energy, Ports, Airports, and Digital
Infrastructure; Aims to Accelerate India’s Journey to $5 Trillion Economy

Davos: At the World Economic Forum (WEF) Annual Meeting
2026, Gautam Adani, Chairman of the Adani Group, presented an
ambitious Rs 6 lakh crore investment blueprint for India over the
next decade. The plan, unveiled during a high-profile session on
emerging markets, focuses on accelerating India’s transition to a
$5 trillion economy through large-scale investments in green
energy, ports, airports, digital infrastructure, and critical minerals.

+ Rs 50,000 crore in critical minerals, battery manufacturing, and
defence

Adani emphasized that the investments will create over 5 lakh
direct and indirect jobs and contribute significantly to India’s
net-zero goals by 2070. India is not just a market it is the future
growth engine of the world. Our blueprint is aligned with national
priorities and global sustainability demands, he said.

The announcement drew strong interest from global investors
and multilateral agencies present at Davos. Several MoUs and
strategic discussions were initiated on the side-lines, particularly
around green hydrogen and critical minerals supply chains.

Industry experts view the plan as a major signal of private sector
confidence in India’s long-term growth story. With the group
already executing over Rs 3 lakh crore in ongoing capex, the new
blueprint reinforces Adani’'s position as one of India's largest
infrastructure investors.

The WEF 2026 theme “Rebuilding Trust” resonated with Adani’s
emphasis on transparent execution, ESG compliance, and
inclusive development. As India eyes deeper integration into
global supply chains, the Adani Group’s Rs 6 lakh crore vision
could play a pivotal role in shaping the country’s economic
trajectory over the next decade.

Skoda Bets Big on India's Growth Story: Eyes Expanded Line-up
and Diversified Exports

New Models and Production Ramp-Up to Drive 20%+ Annual Growth;
Targets Emerging Markets Beyond Europe for Global Reach

Pune: Skoda Auto India is doubling down on its long-term
commitment to the Indian market, with plans to significantly
expand its product range and diversify export destinations over
the next five years. Speaking at the company's annual media
briefing, Skoda Auto India Brand Director Petr Janeba said the
Indian growth story remains one of the strongest globally, and the
brand is aligning its strategy to capture a larger share of the
fast-growing SUV and premium sedan segments.

Skoda currently sells the Kushaq, Slavia, Kodiaq, and Superb in
India, with the Kylaq compact SUV recently launched to target the
high-volume sub-4 metre segment. Janeba confirmed that at
least three new models including an electric SUV are in the
pipeline by 2028, leveraging the India-specific MQB-AOQ-IN
platform for cost efficiency and localisation.

India is not just a volume market for us; it's a strategic hub,
Janeba said. We are increasing localisation to over 95% and

ramping up exports from our Pune plant to new markets in Africa,
Southeast Asia, and Latin America. Currently, Skodaexports
around 20,000 units annually, mainly to Europe and the Middle
East. The company aims to double exports by FY28, reducing
dependence on the European market amid slowing demand.

The expansion is supported by Volkswagen Group's India 2.0
strategy, which includes a Rs 10,000 crore investment in
manufacturing, R&D, and charging infrastructure. Skoda's India
sales grew 18% in 2025, with SUVs contributing 70% of volumes.
Analysts view the strategy positively, forecasting Skoda's India
volumes to cross 1 lakh units annually by 2028. Shares of parent
Volkswagen Group traded stable amid the announcement. As
India targets 10 million annual passenger vehicle sales by 2030,
Skoda's focus on localisation, EVs, and export diversification
positions it well for sustained double-digit growth in one of the
world's fastest-growing auto markets.
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Inox to Acquire Macquarie-Owned Renewable Platform
Vibrant Energy

Rs 8,500 Crore Deal to Boost Inox Wind's Portfolio to 10 GW;
Strategic Move to Strengthen Position in India's Fast-Growing
Renewables Market

Mumbai: Inox Wind Ltd, a leading wind energy player, has agreed
to acquire Vibrant Energy, the India-focused renewable platform
owned by Macquarie Asset Management, in a deal valued at
approximately Rs 8,500 crore. The transaction, announced late
Wednesday, marks one of the largest acquisitions in India's
renewable energy sector this year and significantly expands
Inox's footprint in wind and solar.

Vibrant Energy owns a portfolio of 2.2 GW of operational and
under-construction wind and solar projects across Rajasthan,
Gujarat, Karnataka, and Tamil Nadu. The acquisition includes
1.1 GW of operational assets generating stable cash flows and
1.1 GW of projects in advanced stages of development. Inox
Wind will also gain access to Vibrant's experienced team and
established relationships with state utilities and discoms.

Inox Group Chairman and Managing Director Devendra Jain
said, this strategic acquisition accelerates our growth trajectory
and strengthens our position as a leading integrated renewable
energy player. It aligns perfectly with our target of achieving 10
GW of renewable capacity by 2030. The deal is expected to be
funded through a combination of internal accruals, debt, and
potential equity raise.

The transaction comes at a time when India's renewable energy
capacity is expanding rapidly toward the 500 GW non-fossil
target by 2030. Inox Wind, which has already commissioned

over 3 GW, will benefit from Vibrant's operational assets and pipeline
to improve revenue visibility and cash flows.

Analysts view the acquisition positively, estimating it could add Rs
1,500-2,000 crore in annual EBITDA once fully operational. Inox Wind
shares rose 4.2% to Rs 210 on BSE following the announcement,
reflecting strong investor confidence.

As competition intensifies in India's renewable sector, the deal
positions Inox to capture a larger share of the growing wind and
hybrid project market while reducing execution risk through a ready
portfolio.

Tata Motors Eyes 6,000 e-Bus Orders Without Joining Price Wars

Mumbai: Tata Motors is preparing a strong bid for the upcoming 6,000
electric bus tenders floated by state transport undertakings, but the
company has made it clear it will not participate in a price war. Instead,
it plans to compete on the basis of product quality, reliability, lower total

cost of ownership (TCO), and robust after-sales service.

Speaking at an industry event, Shailesh Chandra, Managing Director,
Tata Motors Passenger Vehicles, said, we are not in the race to offer the
lowest price. Our focus is on delivering the best value over the life of the
bus through longer range, faster charging, lower maintenance, and
higher uptime. That's the only sustainable way to win in the long run.

The 6,000 e-bus tenders, one of the largest in the country, is being executed under the PM e-DRIVE scheme and state-level EV adoption
programmes. Tata Motors, which already commands over 60% share in the electric bus market, intends to offer its latest 9-metre and
12-metre ultra-low-floor buses with advanced features like 300+ km range, fast-charging capability, and connected diagnostics.

Industry experts note that aggressive price competition in previous tenders has led to financial stress for some players. Tata's strategy of
avoiding deep discounts is seen as a mature approach, especially as operators increasingly prioritise lifecycle costs over upfront price.
The company has already delivered over 7,000 e-buses across India, with strong performance in cities like Mumbai, Pune, and Delhi.
With India targeting 50,000 electric buses by 2030, Tata Motors is positioning itself as the most reliable partner for state transport
corporations. The outcome of this tender will be closely watched as a benchmark for the future of India’s e-mobility ecosystem.
